— Another option is to park at a nearby BART station; parking is
free on Sundays. (Ashby is the closest.) Take BART to the Downtown
Berkeley station (3 blocks from the theater).

BERKELEY COMMUNITY THEATRE entrance is
located on Allston Way between Milvia and MLK, Jr Way,
one block south and two blocks west of the Downtown
Berkeley BART station. The Theater entrance is from the
courtyard. Enter through the gates on Allston Way (see
map). With 3.491 seats, the BCT is the largest procenium
arch theater in the Bay Area.

At a young age, he started winning Theatre Organ
competitions. In San Francisco, he won the 1998 American Theatre Organ Society ‘ Young
Organist of the Year’ award; and has since gone on to pipe organ conventions and concerts

in England, Canada and all across the United States. Ron has become one of the most sought
after concert artists on the national Theatre Organ circuit. He enjoys performing music of yes-
terday and today, often including music by composers like Scott Joplin and John Williams.
